Release of Claims Statement
What is it?  Statement from the grantee releasing the Great lakes Commission (GLC) of all claims against the Great Lakes Commission and terminating the project contract agreement.

What is required?  Letter to GLC Volunteer River, Stream and Creek Cleanup Grant administrative staff that releases the GLC of all claims against the organization.

When are they due?  Grantees must submit a signed original Release of Claims before final payment can be made.  The release of claims should accompany the final project report, but can be mailed separately.
